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Yellowbook 2011 fresh off the press
PCI Nylon's annual survey report indicates a clear market shift in global polyamide consumption
Bad Homburg, June 2011. – The just-released “World PA6 & PA66 Supply/Demand Report 2011“ by PCI Nylon, also referred to briefly as the “Yellowbook” among industry experts, once again presents comprehensive current data on the global PA6 and PA66 market, broken down by product classes and countries worldwide. Published by the market research and consulting firm PCI Nylon (www.pcinylon.com) of Bad Homburg/Germany, the 2011 Yellowbook surveys the entire process chain across polyamide production – including the requisite raw materials and intermediates, production plant capacities and end-uses – segmented into six fields of application: textile filaments, industrial filaments, carpet filaments, staple fibers, engineering plastics for the production of diverse components, and films. These applications currently account for a global consumption of around 6.8 million tonnes of PA6 and PA66. A total of 66 countries around the globe are examined in this detailed market study. The report is available directly from the publisher, PCI Nylon, in print and *.pdf format and as an Excel file. Especially the electronic Excel format which presents numerical data in the form of pivot tables, offers a host of options for selective searching, collating and evaluating the findings according to the user's individual focus of interest. The report is in English and includes a forecast until 2020 based on the 2010/2011 survey figures. 
The facts compiled in the 2011 Yellowbook reflect an altogether positive trend in the global polyamide market. The massive demand slump experienced in 2008/2009 in the wake of the global financial and economic crisis has been all but overcome in the course of 2010 and early 2011. However, a pronounced market shift has taken place during this period. Much of the demand recovery is attributable chiefly to the fast-paced economic growth of China. Today, China alone consumes around 30% of the global polyamide production (38% of PA6 and 15% of PA66, respectively). Never before has the economic success of PA producers and manufacturers been so heavily dependent on the economic development of one single nation or region. 

The 2011 Yellowbook represents the 20th edition of this annual survey report which, since its first release in 1990, has established itself as a standard reference source for the global polyamide industry. The data collected and systematically processed in this report provide numerous companies with a reliable basis for their own planning. No less significantly, the forecast for the upcoming ten-year period – methodically prepared using key criteria and scenarios – proves a helpful tool. Thus, for instance, the 2011 Yellowbook identifies a mean annual growth rate of around 2.4 percent for the global PA market till 2020. The effects of this scenario on the individual regions and segments of the PA economy are likewise described in detail in the World PA6 & PA66 Supply/Demand Report 2011.
