New flame-retardant masterbatches for polypropylene pipes and polycarbonate sheets

The range of new ‘Low Smoke Zero Halogen’ (LSZH) flame-retardant masterbatches by Tosaf is intended especially for PP corrugated pipes. The masterbatches contain as few halogens as possible and minimize the formation of harmful smoke and corrosive gases in the event of fire. In addition they offer improved dripping behaviour, reduced burning times, high reproducibility of flame-retardant properties and improved dispersion in the polymer matrix.
FR3997PC is suited for the extrusion of polycarbonate sheets that are mainly used for building applications. It combines high transparency, minimized haze and high light transmittance with very high efficiency. PC sheets equipped with this additive masterbatch meet the demands of UL94 V0 at 1.6 mm. Moreover, they comply with the requirements of the respective American ASTM and Russian GOST standards for the burning behaviour of building materials. Extensive testing on multi-walled sheets demonstrated that the sheets can easily be extruded on conventional equipment.

Beyond these products, the company’s comprehensive portfolio covers further additive masterbatches for various applications, color masterbatches for a wide range of polymers and mineral-filled compounds for the white goods industry, automotive and other plastic industries.
